GOLDEN SPREAD EMMAUS COMMUNITY
BYLAWS

ARTICLE | - NAME
SECTION A:

The name of the community shall be the Golden Spread Emmaus Community,
hereinafter referred to as the “Community.”

ARTICLE Il - OBJECTIVE

SECTION A:

The Community shall be organized exclusively for religious purposes within the
meaning of section 501 (c) (3) of the Intemal Revenue Code, and its objective
shall be to unite, inspire, chailenge, and equip church members for Christian
action in their homes, churches, places of work, and the world community
through the Emmaus experience.

SECTION B:

No part of the funds of the Community shall inure to the benefit of, or be
distributable to its members, directors, or other private persons, except that the
Community shall be authorized and empowered to pay reasonable compensation
for services rendered and to make payments and distributions in furtherance of
the purposes set forth in Section A of this Article. No substantial part of the
activities of the Community shall be the carrying on of propaganda or otherwise
attempting to influence legislation and the Community shall not participate in, or
intervene in (including the publishing and distribution of statements) and political
campaign on behalf of any candidates for public office. Notwithstanding any
other provision of these bylaws, the Community shall not carry on any activities
not permitted to be carried on (a) by any organization exempt from federal
income tax under section 501 (c) (3) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986 (or
the corresponding provision of any future United States Internal Revenue law), or
(b) by an organization contributions to which are deductible under section 170 (c)
(2) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986 (or the corresponding provisions of any
future United States Internal Revenue law).

SECTION C:
The Community is affiliated with the International Emmaus Upper Room
Ministries, Nashville, Tennessee.
