Greetings! 

Two years ago, 

due to circum-

stances beyond 

their control, 

the GS Emmaus Board was faced with a diffi-

cult decision regarding the future of our 

Community. The place that we called home 

for several years, Ceta Canyon, was in the 

midst of a financial hardship. In order for us 

to continue to have our Walks there, they 

were going to have to dramatically raise our 

fee. Which we, in turn we would have had to 

pass along to the Community in the form of 

a tuition increase. That Board studied, 

searched, discussed and prayed for God wis-

dom and guidance, and made the difficult 

decision to leave Ceta Canyon, and return to 

the De Falco Retreat Center in order to 

maintain our current fee structure. 

Since weõve been back at De Falco weõve 

been able to maintain our current fee, while 

at the same time weõve seen a tremendous 

growth in our Community. Over 300 Pil-

grims have come into the Community since 

September 2008. Every Walk Weekend 

weõve seen more and more people attending 

the weekend events. Itõs been a blessing for 

me to watch the Spirit moving within the 

Golden Spread Emmaus Community. 

Growth is always a good thing, but like a 

potted plant, unless you take proper care of 

it, watering, pruning and repotting, eventually 

the plant begins to die. At each Board meet-

ing we have, one of the things we always 

discuss is; how can we improve the Walk 

weekend while still being confined to the 

structural restrictions of De Falco? Weõve 

tried many different things, some of which 

have worked, others havenõt. Our belief is 

that the weekend is for, and about the Pil-

grimõs. Yet, at the same time, itõs also a time 

for the Community to come together and 

share in this amazing gift. So, as a Board, we 

always think of you too. 

A few months ago I was approached by two 

people representing Ceta Canyon, who 

wanted to present the Board with an offer to 

return to there for our Walk weekends. 

After prayerful consideration, I presented 

their request to the Board, and we all agreed 

that we should listen to their offer. We had 

two meetings with them, accompanied with 

several hours of healthy and vibrant discus-

sion amongst ourselves, where we evaluated 

the pros and cons of both locations. 

Today, I am excited to announce that the GS 

Emmaus Board has unanimously decided to 

accept the Ceta Canyon offer to return, and 

we will hold our first Walk there January 20-

23, 2011. We made this decision primarily 

because of the fact that the financial offer 

we've been given will allow us to continue to 

expand God's Kingdom with the hope of not 

having to raise our rates for several years to 

come. 

Just like the Board in 2008, we too were 

faced with a difficult decision. De Falco has 

been an excellent facility for our Walks. For 

many of us, De Falco was where we were 

first introduced to Emmaus, and Godõs abun-

dant love for us. On the surface, we really 

didnõt have a reason to leave, but as we think 

about that potted plant, itõs really hard not 

to see that it is time for us to be repotted in 

order for our Community to continue to 

grow. 

Our remaining Walks for 2010 will still be at 

De Falco, and we hope that you will continue 

to come out and support the Pilgrims of 

Walks 215-218. Then, when we return to 

Ceta Canyon we invite you to come and join 

us there as God continues to move within 

our Community. 

As always, if you have any questions or con-

cerns regarding this decision, please donõt 

hesitate to contact any member of the 

Board.
